It’s funny how when I least expect it, God sees fit to teach me a
lesson that has a profound and very lasting impression on me. One

Several years ago I attended a seminar for changing our Sun-
day School method to the way we do it now. One of the
things I remember came from a speaker who had a large
church in the South. He gave a report card for us Independent
Baptists. Basically, he said we get a high B or A— for reach-
ing people with the gospel, and low C or D for discipling and
keeping what we win.

That struck a chord with me, as I knew from my experiences
as an assistant pastor during the “big bus days” or a mission-
ary it was true. I had been well trained in school and by the
missionary I worked under in Florida. Time and again one
could witness the falling away of some poor believers by
Satan’s trickery, or the newest fad of the day in Churchianity.
Usually they would follow after some new exciting place
hoping to stimulate their immature faith with any sweet
sounding thing.

What amazes me even today are those Christians so “soon
removed.” Perhaps it was a friendship, or a hissy fit, or a root
of bitterness. It seems to matter little as the outcome is the
same. Too many saints are “hooked on a feeling” instead of
“the faith once delivered” (truth).

In order to assist our families we instituted many years ago a
Family Vacation Bible Time. For the children and teens they
are more like Evangelistic Crusades. Occasionally the teens
will join the adults if the subject is needful. Next year will be
such an occasion, with the subject of music.

This year as both a training seminar and an outreach, the
adults will be challenged and trained in Creationism vs. Evo-
lution. Without that foundational knowledge there can be no
basis for our faith. This seminar will be conducted by Evan-
gelist Gerald Whitely, Jr.

Brother Whitely was born in Beckley, West Virginia, and
moved to Maryland at the age of five. After graduating from
high school, he attended Tennessee Temple College, graduat-
ing with majors in English and Bible and a minor in music.
He taught junior and senior high school at Berean Academy
and Calvary Christian School for 14 years before going into
missions in 1990 to Romania. After messages on biblical
origins, interest in creation science grew. He developed a
series to use for evangelism. He has presented it in several
foreign countries as well as churches and schools in America.
Meetings in America support the mission trips overseas.
Brother Whitely’s goal is to strengthen the faith of the saints
while evangelizing the lost. Creation science is not just infor-
mation, but a powerful weapon in the battle for the hearts and
minds of this generation.

like plates.
First, take the inexpensive paper plate. They are not strong and
they cannot hold much before falling apart. This reminded me of a
baby Christian, one who is new in the faith or one who has never
grown. They cannot handle the “meat” of the Word and they need
extra support when they are going through a trial.

These plates are like the Chris-
tian who is starting to grow. They are being strengthened in the
Word; they are learning the promises of God and starting to use
them, and they are experiencing the power of prayer. However,
they still need much support and encouragement from other be-
lievers. They have not yet been hardened in their faith.
Then you have your everyday glass plates. They have been used so
often that the pattern is starting to wear off. They have been
chipped and may even be cracked. These plates are like Christians
who have been through fiery trials. They have been through diffi-
cult times and have learned to walk even closer to the Lord. The
fire has hardened their faith, it has made them strong, and they are
no longer tossed about with every wind of doctrine that blows.
These Christians are also used by the Lord. They are not afraid to
show their imperfections; they get to work and get things done for
the Lord.
Then you have the fine china that many ladies have in their cabi-
nets. You know, the plates that you only get out for special occa-
sions. (The plates with the pretty flowers, the delicate ones, the
ones the kids and husband are not allowed to wash.) These plates
remind me of the Christians who have been through the fire; they
are strong in their beliefs and hold a wealth of knowledge and wis-
dom. Yet, these Christians, for some reason or another have put
themselves on a shelf. They are not being used of God. They are
not serving the Lord on a daily basis. They just sit there on their
shelf collecting dust.
After all of this I had to ask myself, “What kind of plate am 1?” [
want to be one of the everyday plates that has the pattern half
gone. [ want to be used and to be useful in the service of my Lord!

There came a
fall date when we had to officially enroll him. Mother grew misty
-eyed as Jim became a real student! I have asked our retiring K
teacher, Mrs. Tobin, to write this month’s article.

2008-2009 has been a great year! Five students have enrolled in
K-5; one boy and four girls. They have been enrolled in the A
Beka DVD program with Mrs. Bere and I have had the pleasure
of being their classroom facilitator. Jack B., Emily A., Meg H.,
Emily E., and Ruthie O. learned many new skills, facts, and con-
cepts in a very short time. They can color, paint, draw, stencil,
tape, glue, and staple. Molding in clay and cutting with scissors
are two additional skills they have mastered. They count numbers
and money, add and subtract by ones, two’s, fives, tens, to one
hundred! They have learned to cooperate in play and work. We
have emphasized the use of wise-words and the importance of
helping one another in a team effort.

The students can recognize patterns and order, shapes and se-
quencing. Habitats around the world have been studied. Bat, bug,
bird, and bear facts are known. Over 50 History, Bible, and Fun
Songs have been learned. Fifteen poems have been learned and
twenty community helpers identified. We have studied the 10
Commandments, Heroes in the Bible, Great American Leaders,
and thirty+ Bible verses. Each of these students have read at an
advanced K-First grade level. Each one has made a profession of
personal salvation. I want to close my report by thanking the par-
ents of my students. They have been wonderful helpers through-
out the year. It has been an honor and blessing to serve as the
facilitator teacher for their precious children.
